A. Invocation

President Korkus opened the meeting with a prayer.
B. Application for New Directors

· No New Director Applications were received.

· Director W. Noga made the motion to make Stephen and Joanne Darmofal honorary Directors and send them a Thank-you letter for all they have done for the Association. 



(motion seconded by V/P Karwinski). Motion Carried.

· Secretary Masters read a resignation letter from Director John Majewski that he received on January 16, 2008. 

· Secretary Masters read a letter sent on April 14, 2008 from Alex Cole requesting to be removed from the mailing list.

· Secretary Masters stated that all correspondence sent to Vince Seidel was being returned, so it was decided to remove him from the mailing list.

C. 2007 Annual Meeting Minute


Secretary Masters read the minutes from the 2007 Annual Meeting held on June 23, 2007, at Airport 
Lanes in Jackson.  Director Tomczyk asked Secretary Masters to bring up the fact that in the motion 
(item I) to limit the number of winners to 3. First Place $1,000 each year and 2nd and 3rd $500 one 
time only. This motion was approved and was suppose to be for the next 3 years, the minutes did 


not reflect this. Director Jablonski 
made the motion to accept the minutes as read, with the change 


mentioned above (motion seconded by V/P Karwinski). Motion Carried.

D. 2008 Tournament Report

Treasurer Masters submitted an Income and Expense report for the 2008 Tournament held at Airport Lanes in Jackson. There were 214 teams, 552 doubles, 1,104 singles and 961 All-Events. President Korkus made the motion to accept the report as presented.

(motion seconded by Director Wielkopolan). Motion Carried. Report attached to official minutes.

E. Financial Report

Treasurer Masters read the 2008 Financial Report. The prize fund was paid $ 27,203 to Men bowlers and $ 5,699 to the women bowlers.  Total entry fees were $ 61,807.  The Bank Balance at the close of June 13, 2008 was $ 54,205.79.  Director Noga made the motion to accept the Financial Report (motion seconded by V/P Karwinski). Motion Carried.

F. Audit Committee Report (Profit / Loss Summary)

· Director Sharon Dubiel reported that an audit was completed and there were a few minor problems found that Treasurer Masters will be correcting before the taxes are completed. 

      The 2008 Tournament had revenue of $ 78,312.74 with expenses of $ 63,437.15 for a profit 

      of  $ 4,874.59. These are not the final balances for the year, as there is still the rest of   

     June to go yet.  President Korkus made the motion to accept the Profit / Loss Statement 

     (motion seconded by V/P Karwinski). Motion Carried.  Report attached to official minutes.



Audit Committee Report (Continued)
· Director S. Dubiel stated that the $2,000 salary paid to  Treasurer Tom Dubiel for the 2006 Tournament  was suppose to be a one time bonus.  The minutes from the 2005 Annual meeting did not state it was a one-time bonus for it was paid to Treasurer Masters for 2007 also. Director Wielkopolan made the motion to have the annual pay for the Treasurer at $2,000 and $1,200 for the Secretary and pay the Tournament Director $ .75 per entry in the tournament.

A special thanks goes out to Stanley Tomczyk and the Scholarship Committee for all of their hard work in reviewing all of the entries and determining the winners. 

H. Executive Committee

2010 Tournament bids were received from Monitor Lanes (Bay City), Nottkes (Battle Creek), LeFevre’ s Family Bowl (Saginaw), M-66 Bowl (Battle Creek), Pro-Bowl (Lansing) 

and Royal Scot (Lansing).

There is a very big concern with from some of the directors in the tournament not being held at the smaller houses.  So, after a very involved discussion on how we can hold a tournament at a smaller center Director Wielkopolan made the motion to make the requirement for number of lanes needed to host the tournament be 40 lanes (motion seconded by V/P Karwinski) Motion Carried.

A ballot vote was then taken to vote on the centers listed above.  It was decided that Royal Scot would host the 2010 Tournament (ballot were destroyed). 

I. Entry Form for 2009

· Secretary/Treasurer Masters presented a copy of the current entry form format, with changes for the 2009 tournament, and a new format for the 2009 tournament entry form.  After the board reviewed both formats, President Korkus made the motion to use the new format and print it in color. (motion seconded by V/P Karwinski) Motion Carried.
· It was also decided to not print and distribute the Tournament packets to all of the centers, as we have in the past, as we are not getting enough from them to make it worth the expense and time.  This season we only had 3 entries come from the ones taken to the centers.  Director Noga would still like to have packets done up to take to lodges and such.
