· Annual Meeting Minute

Secretary Masters read the 2015 Annual meeting minutes.  Director Karwinski made the motion to accept the minutes as read (Motion seconded by Director Wielkopolan). Motion Carried.  

· Tournament Report

Secretary Masters submitted an Income and Expense report for the 2016 Tournament held at Airport Lanes in Jackson. There were 219 teams (last year 212), 530 doubles (last year 525), 1,059 singles (last year 1,049), 

999 All-Events (last year 996) and Scratch Optional -352 (last year 190). V/P Marchell made the motion to accept the report as presented.  (Motion seconded by Director Noga). Motion Carried. Report attached to official minutes.

· Financial Report

Treasurer Masters read the 2016 Financial Report. The prize fund paid $ 40,050.  Total entry fees were          $ 71,221. The Bank Balance at the close of June 30, 2016 was $ 48,646.07.  V/P Marchell made the motion to accept the Financial Report (motion seconded by Director Wielkopolan). Motion Carried.

· Director Karwinski and Noga stated an audit was conducted and submitted to the board for approval for the 2016 season. V/P Marchell made the motion to except the audit as presented (motion seconded by Director Harnish). Motion Carried.
· Scholarship Committee

Scholarships.  Director Wielkopolan presented the following Scholarships for 2016 as follows:

· Entry Form for 2017

Secretary/Treasurer Masters presented a copy of the 2017 tournament entry form.  Tournament will be held starting the April 1st for 5 weekends (ending May 7th) – skipping Easter Weekend. Each weekend will have 1 squad at 11:00 both days with the option to split into 2 squads (8:30 am and 1:30 pm) if needed.  Director Karwinski made the motion to accept Entry form as presented. (Motion seconded by Director Osinski).  Motion approved.

Proposal 3. Article IV.  Remove Section 1 The management shall be vested in the Board of Directors  

                    composed of a maximum of two certified members as described in Article III – SECTION 1

a. One member for up to 5 teams represented in the tournament

b. Two members for greater than 5 teams.

Proposal 4. Article V Section 2.  Add “with a maximum of 2 consecutive terms” at end of the following sentence. The officers, members of the Executive Committee and Board of Trustees shall be elected by ballot at the annual meeting of the Board of Directors, by members thereof and they shall hold office for two years.       Director Satkowiak made the motion to accept Proposal as presented

Proposal 5. Article VI. Section 2.  Change – hold its annual meeting prior to the end of the fiscal year (June 30).  To … hold its annual meeting on the first Saturday aster Labor and will be held at the host center of the upcoming tournament.
     Note:  This was already approved in a prior annual meeting so no vote needed for the change. 

Proposal 6. Article VI. Section 5.  Add “Life time members, which are not currently serving as an officer or director, will have a voice with no vote at the meetings.”

Proposal 7. Article IX. Section 1.  Remove all of Section 1.  “Cities hosting the annual tournament shall be entitled to two representatives on the Board of Directors, for that year only, regardless of whether or not they had six (6) or more teams entered in the previous tournament.”

Proposal 8. Article IX. Section 6.  Change the words “plus any” to “for” in the following sentence: Director(s) of the host city and/or co-sponsor of the tournament city must guarantee the Michigan State Polish Bowling Association Inc, a minimum of $300.00 plus any ads obtained for the M.S.P.B.A.

Proposal 9. Article IX. Section 6.  Change - Director(s) of the host city and/or sponsor are responsible for printing the tournament schedule book with ample copies for all competing team members. To “Secretary/Treasurer will be responsible for printing …”

     Note:  This was already approved in a prior annual meeting so no vote needed for the change. 

Proposal 10. Article X.  Add “The local director from the area of this bid will also submit a bid from a local hotel containing the price and number of comp rooms.  The association requests that we are granted 5 comp rooms (Friday and Saturday nights) for each weekend of the tournament.
     Note:  This is not a valid proposal as hotel agreements cannot be made 2 years in advance.
