President Korkus opened the meeting with a prayer.
A. Application for New Directors

· Director application was received from Dennis Clements, from Saginaw.  Director Yanta made the motion to accept Mr. Clements application as a director (motion seconded by Director Tomczky).  Motion Carried.  attached to official minutes
· Secretary Masters read the resignation letter sent on Jan. 10,2009 from V/P Tom Dubiel and Director Sharon Dubiel.  V/P Karwinski made the motion to accept their resignation (motion seconded by Director Yanta).  Motion Carried. Attached to official minutes
· A moment of silence was also observered for the passing of long time MSPBA member John Ciochon from Flint.
B. 2008 Annual Meeting Minute

Secretary Masters read the minutes from the 2008 Annual Meeting held on June 21, 20087, at Thunderbowl Lanes in Allen Park. Director Kasperski made the motion to accept the minutes as read (motion seconded by Director Walter Noga). Motion Carried.
C. 2009 Tournament Report

Treasurer Masters submitted an Income and Expense report for the 2009 Tournament held at Thunderbowl Lanes in Allen Park. There were 217 teams, 555 doubles, 1,107 singles and 1,053 All-Events. 

Tournament director Masters had to disqualify Mike Tyra Jr. as he did not report his current league average that was over 10 pins higher than his reported average.

D. Financial Report

Treasurer Masters read the 2009 Financial Report. The prize fund was paid $ 26,689.56 to Men bowlers and $ 5,651.99 to the women bowlers.  Total entry fees were $ 62,175.  The Bank Balance at the close of July 18, 2009 was $ 58,943.93.  Director Andrew Noga made the motion to accept the Financial Report (motion seconded by V/P Karwinski). Motion Carried.

E. Audit Committee Report (Profit / Loss Summary)

· Director Yanta reported that an audit was completed and Treasurer Masters was able to produce all receipts and could answer all of his questions.   The 2009 Tournament had revenue of 

$ 78,375 with expenses of $ 68,178 for a profit of  $ 10,197. V/P Karwinski made the motion to accept the Profit / Loss Statement as presented (motion seconded by Director Kasperski).  Motion Carried.  Report attached to official minutes.

President Korkus stated that Lefevre’s was withdrawing their bid as they have won the Men’s state tournament for that year.  Mona Murphy (Flints Area convention Sports Manager) presented a bid to the board fort Grand Blanc.  Secretary Masters had given her the approval to give the presentation and it was decided that this type of thing will no longer be accepted at our board meetings.  Only board members can bring the bids to the meeting to talk about them.  Secretary Masters apologizes to the whole board for this decision.

A ballot vote was then taken to vote on the centers listed above.  It was decided that Grand Blanc Lanes (Flint) would host the 2011 Tournament (ballots were destroyed).
